








Catastrophes

The number ten in the Bible speaks of the 
plagues God brought upon Egypt and yet they 
also brought deliverance to Israel. If you are 
working with the Lord for good, even when 
judgment comes, it will bring you good. Paul says 
in Galatians 6

vs.9 Let us not become weary in doing 
good, for at the proper time we will reap a 
harvest if we do not give up. 

vs.10 Therefore, as we have opportunity, 
let us do good to all people, especially 
to those who belong to the family of 
believers.

God has the ability of turning things around 
for our benefit if we are standing righteous before 
Him.

This year also, there will be numerous 
seminars, conferences, movements, as well as 
laws and policies that will be activated because 
there will be a portion of people who desire law 
and order. 

There will be an intense 
and earnest endeavour for 
righteousness and justice to 
prevail. This will be prevalent 
both in our nation as well as 
globally; human rights, children’s 
rights, women’s right, anti-
slavery laws and such. 

In contrast, there will also be a massive 
movement in favour of unrighteous things such 
as the right to kill (euthanasia), abortion rights, 
gay rights, the right to suicide, abolishment of 
prayer in schools and the right to other acts that 
are contrary to the laws of God.  

Five years ago, Hollywood made a decision 
to only give Oscar nominations to films that 
promote the gay lifestyle. It was in flow with the 
Gay Rights movement. Actors who played roles 

that promoted the right to homosexuality. So you 
will see and hear about such things for the word 
of God tells us that this will happen.  

Scripture says it is the hand of God that works 
against the rebellious and the ungodly whom 
God had repetitively been calling to repentance 
from their evil and destructive ways. The ten 
plagues struck Egypt but it signified deliverance 
to His people. 

Beloved, next year we will see far more 
catastrophes. Scientists say that our environment, 
the earth will become extremely unpredictable. 
Man will not be able to control or to give an 
explanation for the earth’s drastic twist from its 
regular patterns.  The earth will revolt against 
man. The elements will exceed their boundaries 
as the consequences of man’s actions that violate 
the earth. The Bible records in Genesis 4, when 
Cain had killed his brother Abel, God said to 
him,

vs.10 … “What have you done? The voice of 
your brother’s blood cries out to Me from the 
ground. 

vs.11 So now you are cursed from the earth, 
which has opened its mouth to receive your 
brother’s blood from your hand. 

vs.12 When you till the ground, it shall no 
longer yield its strength to you. 

When we obey God, the scriptures say we 
will eat the fruit of the land but when we do 
otherwise the consequences will be the land 
revolting against us. More than ever today, the 
earth is being violated through violence and 
bloodshed, idolatry, adultery, abuse of nature and 
the environment, and all manner of wickedness. 

After the nation of Israel left Egypt, this is what 
the Lord commanded of them in Leviticus 18

vs.3 You must not do as they do in Egypt, 
where you used to live, and you must 
not do as they do in the land of Canaan, 
where I am bringing you. Do not follow 
their practices.

In the subsequent verses, we see that God 
forbade them to do as the Egyptians and the 
Canaanites did committing acts of incest, 
adulterous relations with another’s spouse 
including taking wives from among siblings, 
sexual relations during a woman's menstrual 
cycle, making human sacrifices, acts of 
homosexuality and, sex with animals. God said 
the nations of Egypt and Canaan had defiled the 
land with such acts of wickedness. They were and 
are abominable before God. 

Leviticus 18: 6-17 deals with sex with 
members of family which God counts for incest 
followed by the rest of the laws;

vs. 18 'Do not take your wife's sister as a 
rival wife and have sexual relations with 
her while your wife is living. 

vs. 19 'Do not approach a woman to have 
sexual relations during the uncleanness of 
her monthly period. 

vs. 20 'Do not have sexual relations with 
your neighbour's wife and defile yourself 
with her. 

vs. 21 'Do not give any of your children to 
be sacrificed to Molech, for you must not 
profane the name of your God. I am the 
LORD. 

vs. 22 'Do not lie with a man as one lies 
with a woman; that is detestable. 

vs. 23 'Do not have sexual relations with 
an animal and defile yourself with it. A 
woman must not present herself to an 
animal to have sexual relations with it; 
that is a perversion.

God says these detestable acts are violations 
against the land. He says,

vs.25 Even the land was defiled; so I 
punished it for its sin, and the land 
vomited out its inhabitants.

He warns us further, in vs. 28, He says, 

“And if you defile the land, it will vomit 
you out as it vomited out the nations that 
were before you.”

Much blood is being shed upon the earth, 
the earth is corrupted by man, man fights man. 
The result of which will cause a harnessing of the 
elements against man. The earth, the wind, the 
waves, the sun and fire will all work against man 
because of his deeds that corrupts and perverts 
the planet. God even told the Israelites how to 
dispose of human excrement.

Deuteronomy 23:12-13 records (New Living 
Translation)

vs. 12 “You must have a designated area 
outside the camp where you can go to 
relieve yourself. 

vs. 13 Each of you must have a spade as 
part of your equipment. Whenever you 
relieve yourself, dig a hole with the spade 
and cover the excrement.

But for centuries human beings have been 
dumping sewage into the rivers and into the 
sea. Sewage contaminates our water ways 
causing much water borne diseases. According 
to the UN World Health report, almost 80% of 
diseases are water borne. Our rivers and seas 
are contaminated and have become counter 
productive to the eco-system. The natural 
environmental laws are broken and the land and 
waters revolt against us.

People are given to challenging 
God. So, God has responded to the 
challenge of the people. We will see 
more earthquakes. We will hear 
more news of the sea breaking 
its boundaries. We will hear more 
cases of land disappearing, more 
deserts expanding and the polar 
caps melting even further and 
there will be far more floods. We 
will see fires in places where fires 
have never broken out before.

Some will prophesy for a fee; RM2, RM5 and 
so forth. Every prophetic conference and seminar 
we have had, was free of fees or fares.  Believers, 
run from place to place, church to church, pillar 
to post just to “get another word.” This is rife in 
our country. God will expose all of these. 

Many of them do not make a practice of 
feeding the poor, clothing the naked and speaking 
up for the oppressed. They do not live a holy life. 
Rather, they dress like movie-stars, drink like 
fish, feast like pigs, smoke like chimneys, and they 
say they are blessed by God. Which God? It is 
certainly not the God of the Bible. Be diligent to 
discern between true prophets of God and the 
false prophets.

Global rebellion in the Church will also 
increase. Lukewarm and cold Christians will be 
numerous. God is looking for men and women 
who lead holy lives. The true church of Christ, 
the born again, blood washed-ones would have 
many reasons to shout for joy. Others will not 
comprehend our joy in the midst of all these 
calamites because we know as the scripture says, 
all those in Christ have complete assurance of 
security in Christ.

Paul says in the Romans 8

vs. 38 For I am convinced that neither 
death nor life, neither angels nor demons, 
neither the present nor the future, nor any 
powers, 

vs. 39 neither height nor depth, nor 
anything else in all creation, will be able 
to separate us from the love of God that is 
in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Paul listed ten means 
by which the devil would 
use to work against 
us; death, life, angels, 
demons, the present, 
future, height, depth or 
anything that is created. 

Paul reminds us that we will face all these 
things but not one of them is able to keep us away 
from God’s love, from the security that Jesus has 
given us. For, we have a living relationship with 
Him, a connection with the God of the universe. 
Hallelujah. We face persecution and loss but it 
will not affect our position in Christ. Many men 
and women will rise above these trials that the 
enemy will throw in their path.  

5. Revival 

Revival is right living. It is not about designer 
clothes and fancy pants or, pageantry. Revival is 
holiness. Holiness is developing conviction from 
God to be acutely conscious of all that pleases 
God. Revival means making our “yes” be “yes” and 
our “no’ be “no”. Your word must be reliable and 
true. Revival is repentance and regeneration in 
our hearts and lifestyles. Revival is when we do 
what is right because it is who we are. Revival is 
how we treat our wives, children, relatives and 
friends. It also includes how you treat the things 
of God. 

Over the last ten years, ten prisons have been 
built and every one of them is at maximum 
capacity.

Revival is making amends to that which we 
have done wrong; returning stolen property, 
forsaking adultery and returning to one’s rightful 
spouse, caring for the needy where once we 
were indifferent and sharing the gospel with the 
unsaved where once it was not our concern. This 
is revival. Revival takes place when sinners run 
back to God and are saved. 

The great John Wesley said, “Give me 100 
godly men who fear God’ and he will take 
the world for Jesus. And in his lifetime, the 
Methodists took the world. Today, the church is 
far more equipped than it has ever been before; 
there are more doctors, master’s degree-holders 
and millionaires than ever before. We have 
countless church buildings the world over. The 
Church is among the wealthiest organization 
on the planet. But we fail to fulfill the Great 
Commission. The masses are not coming into the 
kingdom of God because most churches operate 
as Christian clubs. 

Speaking of 
fires, we will 
hear of many, 
many more 
fires in 2010. 
Fire is the final 
judgment.  
Be very, very careful to not give the devil 
opportunity to start fires in your life and 
within your family. 2010 is going to be a 
year of uncontrollable and unpredictable 
fires. The Bible speaks of ten judgments 
by fire that fell upon the earth; six 
judgments were on the ungodly while 
four for the benefit of the godly. We must 
choose whether we want the Holy Ghost 
fire or ungodly fire. 

4. Signs of Holy Ghost Fire

* Faith of believers will be tested 
completely. We are going to be tested to the 
extent that we become purer than gold. 

* Heroes of faith will appear. God will raise 
unknown individuals and men of obscure origin 
making them pillars of faith that will shake the 
nations with their testimony. 

* Martyrs will also increase. There will be 
many amongst us who will go all out for Christ 
to the point of death. *There is an account 
of a woman sharing her testimony of her 
imprisonment in China. She spoke of how they 
tortured her and did all manner of evil to her. 
The believers who heard of her account wept, 
expressing their sorrow that they did not have 
the privilege of suffering for Jesus. He said in 
Matthew 5

vs. 11 “Blessed are you when people insult 
you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds 
of evil against you because of Me. 

vs.12 Rejoice and be glad, because great 
is your reward in heaven, for in the same 
way they persecuted the prophets who 
were before you.”

Therefore, when it happens, let us identify 
with the prophets of God. Many will be willing 
to lay down their lives for Christ. Amen.

* Prophets of God will rise up. Prophetic 
ministry will be sharpened. How do we recognize 
a true prophet of God? Every prophet raised by 
God from Genesis to Revelation was a voice for 
the oppressed. Paul lists in 2 Corinthians 11:23-
27, the credentials of an apostle and a prophet. 
Such prophets were unpopular, ridiculed and 
were often martyred. 

John the Baptist’s prophetic life lasted only 
six months. Jesus asked the Israelites, “Which 
of the prophets did you not kill?” The words of 
a prophet were not popular with the people and 
were rarely accepted or welcomed. 

False Prophets

It took God eighty years to produce Prophet 
Moses. It took thirty years to produce John the 
Baptist. On the average, the scripture shows that 
it takes about twenty to thirty years to produce 
men of prophecy. 

From Genesis to Revelation, be it Moses, 
Elijah, Jesus or Paul, all of them spoke up on 
behalf of the oppressed, the slaves, the orphans, 
the poor widows and the poor immigrant. Elijah 
and John the Baptist were mocked by others for 
the way they dressed. God has never raised a 
prophet who says “Give me your money and you 
will prosper.”  These so-called prophets are many.

Please, beloved, many more false prophets will 
appear and many are already present today. They 
will lead many astray. All sorts of ‘prophets’ are 
in circulation today merely to collect offerings. 
These rob the people of God. They move 
from church to church, believer to believer. Be 
watchful. 

The false prophets will rob; merchandise 
and sell their ‘prophetic gifts.’ This is carnality. 
They should be seeking the lost and preaching to 
them. They should not be stealing members from 
another’s congregation, splitting churches and 
families with strange and bizarre doctrine. God 
is not impressed with numbers. He is seeking out 
holy lives.
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We are going to see more of revival. It will be 

evident not so much in terms of church buildings. 
People who have no history or knowledge of 
church history will exalt His name. Businessmen 
in the marketplace, politicians and such will put 
to shame the men who stand behind their holy 
façade in their fancy clothes and titles. God is 
going to visit you wherever you are. Wherever 
you are placed, that is the work God wants you 
to do. Revival will be outside of the religious 
establishments, not within. We are going to see 
more of it.

6. Ministry

All ministerial work will diminish if it is not 
founded on the word of God. The word of God 
is able to penetrate every wall that man or Satan 
has erected. Ministry often means going to the 
aid of those who cannot help themselves. These 
often are the oppressed and downtrodden whose 
spirit is broken or downcast.

We have been engaged in these works for 
thirty years. The public are a witness of our 
good works. The non-believers are watching and 
when they are convinced that we are genuine 
in our endeavours, they will bless us. People we 
don’t know stepped forward to give towards our 
community works. We have recently been given 
eighteen tons of good quality spaghetti. Someone 
else donated twelve tons of potatoes and yet 
another contributed ten thousand cans of food. 
We are able to bear witness that truly God 
opened the windows of heaven and showered us 
with abundance. Our good and faithful testimony 
will be a witness to the unbelievers.

Individual Christians and their families will 
be activated in ministry operating from the 
homes and workplaces. Where they are placed, 
they will be unafraid and unhesitant to pray, 
bless, uplift and invite non-believers to church. 
Observance of the (Passover) Lord’s Supper will 
be set free from religious structures and religious 
peoples. It will be returned to its place of origin 

~ the believers’ homes. The Lord’s Supper is going 
to be released from its religious confinement, 
controlled by so-called leaders of the church. 
They rob believers of the Holy Communion. 
The time is coming where Holy Communion 
will be in the homes of believers. The father 
and husband will break bread with his wife and 
children. God does not want to be restricted to 
the church premise but He wants to be in our 
homes, too. The Holy Spirit is omnipresent; He is 
everywhere. Pray for the sick. Cast out devils. We 
have the power for it has been given to us. You 
are powered to empower others. 

Let every woman begin to light the light of 
her home. Mothers, sisters and daughters, God 
has entrusted you with the privilege of bringing 
the light back to your home. Eve put out the light 
but Mary, the mother of Jesus brought it back. So 
this year, year ten in the new millennium, many 
women are going to rise in leadership in the 
world and in the church. There are more women 
in universities, in legal practice, in the medical 
field, and in the corporate world. 

Manhood is on a great decline. The reason 
is that man destroys himself. Man does not 
know how to provide. He does not know how 
to protect his wife and family. He fails to take up 
his responsibilities. His sense of commitment is 
diminished; what is actually slavery, he regards 
as freedom. Most men have lost the respect of 
women. That, the word of God says, is a bad sign. 
Worse yet, the Bible says that children will lead. 
As in all revivals, it begins among the women and 
moves on to the children and finally, the men 
follow.

Men, release your women. Recognize 
God gave authority to both men and women. 
Both men and women will exercise dominion. 
Together man and wife, male and female must 
take dominion. To the rejected, those who have 
been put aside because of the lack in position, 
education, social standing, or it could be because 
of gender discrimination, discrimination of 

nationality or religious background, God will 
give you an opportunity. The oppressed will 
rise up, the faceless and the nameless will begin 
to accomplish that which the great ones were 
unable to do. 

Anything that we do that alters for the 
better the life of another, is a sign and symbol of 
successful living. Add value to the life of another 
and you will add value to your own life. As we 
give and impart to others, we in turn, will be given 
and imparted to by God. Use the empowerment 
by God to uplift the lives of others. We may not 
be able to meet the need of EVERYONE but 
there will be SOME unto whom you will be 
able to minister. Somebody may need something 
that you can give. Some people add to us while 
others subtract from us. So be diligent about the 
company you keep. 

In every society, there are 
four groups of people; 
those who add to us, 
those who subtract 
from us, those who 
divide us and those 
who multiply us. 

Every relationship in our lives, affects us for 
the better or for the worse. Some relationships 
strengthen us while others weaken us. It is 
prudent for us to discern with whom we spend 
the major part of our time. Scripture says 

Proverbs 13:20 (New Living Translation)

vs. 20: Walk with the wise and become 
wise; associate with fools and get in 
trouble.

Every alcoholic, every tobacco-addict and 
drug abuser despises their bondage.  So, beloved, 
this year, let us believe that God has given us 
power to empower someone else. 

Jesus was a carpenter and he went about doing 
good. Don’t let the light be taken by anybody. 
Do not place it under a bushel hidden from the 
world. Jesus said to put your light on the hill, let 

it shine so that all those in darkness will see it and 
give glory to the Father in heaven.

What are you doing with your gifting? Are you 
burying it? It will be destroyed. All wealth that is 
hoarded, all silver and gold that is kept will be a 
witness and a testimony and a canker against us. 

Conclusion

Use all that God gives you to empower 
others. Let your Light shine in the darkness that 
those who live in darkness may be enlightened 
and blessed and Your Father in Heaven may 
be glorified. Let us lift our hands as a sign of 
surrender. It is Him who calls you, who touches 
you, who trusts you.

Jesus said in Matthew 28

vs. 18: "All authority in heaven and on 
earth has been given to me. 

vs.19: Therefore go and make disciples 
of all nations, baptizing them in[a] the 
name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit, 

vs.20: and teaching them to obey 
everything I have commanded you. And 
surely I am with you always, to the very 
end of the age."

Closing Prayer

Lord, as the New Year begins, we welcome the 
name of Jesus. 2010 has not been defiled by the 
hand or plans of man. We place 2010 at Your feet, 
Lord.

There’s going to be a great revelation 
of the fullness of Jesus Christ!
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Tension is natural in the formation of 
a nation. It is naïve to think that any 
nation can be established without the 
pain and anguish akin to a woman 

giving birth. Nevertheless, the formation of a 
rainbow nation often comes with greater tension 
than the formation of a culturally or linguistically 
monolithic entity. The tendency is that the multi-
cultural and multi-lingual elements in the nation 
at first attempt to pull each other indifferent 
directions. There is a stretching of nerves, a strain 
that creates fear, anxiety and apprehension. 
Every unit in the Federation initially seeks to 
grab as much of the “national cake” as possible. 
Consequently, there is an edginess, an unease and 
deep-seated apprehension.

Depending on where the pendulum swings 
or tilts, certain linguistic or cultural entities 
come out more favoured in the allocation of 
constitutional and material resources than 
others. This subsequently creates a foundational 
imbalance that continues to be a source of 
national tension in the future. Many of the 
tensions and imbalances we see in Malaysia 
today are the product of the process by which the 
rainbow nation was formed.

Unless the patriotic elements in the nation 
view the formation of the nation with historical 
objectivity, they could be sucked into the 
contentions related to the devolution of power 
and allocation of resources. Only these patriotic 
voices can maintain the beauty and balance that 
will enforce justice and equity for the ethnic 
nationalities in the rainbow nation. These 
patriotic voices may belong to different groups, 
yet their visions are knit together by the divine 
identity of the nation and its prophetic agenda.

terminated at any point until God’s intentions 
were fully realized. But fallen man attempted to 
stop the process at Babel. Genesis 11:2 says “And 
it came to pass, as they journeyed from the east, 
that they found a plain in the land of Shinar, and 
they settled there.”

The original purpose of God for mankind was 
that they should be scattered to fill the earth. 
Now rebellious man was determined to oppose 
God’s plan. “…Let us make a name for ourselves, 
lest we be scattered abroad over the face of the 
whole earth” was man’s alternative response to 
God’s divine plan for migrations.

The early nationalities who moved into the 
Malay Peninsula were merely responding to 
God’s covenant of creation. They were obeying, 
albeit ignorantly, the commandment to scatter, 
fill the earth and subdue it. It is based on this 
understanding that we have argued that Malaysia 
is God’s divine project.

The tensions and contentions that followed 
the population of the Malay Peninsula do not 
nullify the fact that migrations into Malaysia 
were divinely orchestrated because of the type 
of nation God intended to establish in the 
region. It has been rightly argued by HNG 
HUNG YONG in Five Men and Five Ideas that 
“….identity creation is the result of a contest 
between competing identities”. In other words, 
Malaysia is what it is today partly because of the 
confrontations between “competing identities” 
defined by “race, culture and religion”. (P5)

Every rainbow nation on earth got its identity 
of multi-ethnicity through the instrumentality 
of migrations or mass movements of people 
at different points in time. America became 
a rainbow nation through different waves of 
migrations beginning with the trans Atlantic 
journeys of the Pilgrim and Puritan fathers. South 
Africa became the rainbow nation of Africa 
through the emigration of the English, the Dutch 
and the Indians into the Southern tip of Africa. 
Malaysia, in this sense, is no different. Migration 
of ethnic Malays, Chinese and Indians into the 
Malay Archipelago was one of the processes 
through which the nation developed its rainbow 
character.

It is against this background that it becomes 
imperative for every leader in a given nation to 
know how heaven conceives the nation, its divine 
identity and God’s prophetic agenda for the 
people. Lack of knowledge in these vital areas of a 
nation’s characterization exacerbates tensions and 
creates imbalances at the critical foundational 
points in the formation of the nation.

MIGRATIONS INTO MALAYSIA AS 
GOD’S DIVINE PROJECT

People who do not understand how God 
works in creation may never agree that Malaysia, 
notwithstanding its challenges, is God’s divine 
project. God’s original covenant of creation for 
mankind is that man will be fruitful, multiply 
and fill the earth. He was to subdue the earth and 
have dominion over creation through his God 
-given knowledge, understanding and wisdom. 
This covenant of creation is outlined in Genesis 
1:28 “Then God blessed them, and God said to 
them, be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and 
subdue it; have dominion over the fish of the sea, 
over the birds of the air, and over every living 
thing that moves on earth”.

The process of fruitfulness, multiplication 
and filling of the earth required migrations 
and movement of people. It was upon the 
foundation of fulfilling this mandate that there 
were mass movements of people leading to the 
separation and development of new languages. 
Originally “the whole earth had one language 
and one speech”. There was linguistic and cultural 
homogeneity. But in the process of fulfilling 
the mandate to fill the earth, dialects and fully 
fledged languages developed. The process of 
filling the earth was not supposed to have been 
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As we noted earlier, the peninsular area 
was originally inhabited by the Orang Asli 
and the Malays who came later. The area was 
relatively homogenous in ethnic constitution 
until the arrival of the Chinese and the Indians. 
The migration of people from mainland China 
and from India was only natural, given the 
fact that the Malay Archipelago was situated 
in between the Chinese civilization to the east 
and the Indian Civilization to the west. The 
process of migration was enhanced by the rise of 
Malacca to supremacy as the first Malay nation 
during the 15th Century. Malacca’s success and 
strategic location was a magnetic pull that drew 
indigenous migrants and European adventurers. 
Even after Malacca was conquered by the 
Portuguese in 1511, the Sultanate continued to 
exist. The demographic structure of the region 
was not radically altered until the 20th century. 
This change was enhanced with the establishment 
of British rule.

ECONOMIC IMBALANCES AND 
RACIAL “FAULT-LINES”

As we noted above, the intention of the 
British was to create a balance in the nation by 
literally codifying the racial spheres of political 
and economic influence. The thinking of the 
British was : Let the Chinese and the Indians 
rule the economy  and let the Malays handle 
the politics. After all, they were the Sultans, 
the governors of Malacca, before the advent 
of the British. Similarly, the Chinese and the 
Indians were already involved in the economic 
exploitation of the land before and during the 
colonial era. What better arrangement can there 
be than to let each racial group handle its sphere 
of influence? This was the thinking. However, 
God’s original intention for Malaysia was to 
create a multi-ethnic society in which the virtues 
of beauty and balance intermingled in the way 
the colours of the rainbow blended to create 
unity in diversity.

THE RESILIENCE OF THE RAINBOW 
NATION

It is amazing that Malaysia continues to exist 
today as an example of unity in diversity given the 
tensions and imbalances that trailed the nation 
during its formative years. It is more amazing 
that notwithstanding the persistence of some 
of the forces that created the initial structural 
imbalances, Malaysia is firmly established in 
its identity as a rainbow nation. The struggle 
for a clear and complete identity is not over. 
Nevertheless, the very forces of ethnic diversity 
with which the “seeds of separation” were sown at 
the foundation of the nation are being harnessed 
as a source of strength rather than a fault-line of 
weakness.

The Ministry of Tourism in a highly 
publicized media blitz that has seemed unending 
since 2003, has used the ethnic diversity of 
Malaysia as a marketing tool for attracting 
visitors to the nation. In the advert, Malaysia is 
described as “Truly Asia”, a melting pot of cultures 
represented by the Malays, the Chinese, and the 
Indians amongst others. Malaysia is unique in 
this respect – different from Thailand, Singapore, 
China, Japan and Indonesia. Consequently, it 
has been rightly argued that “What distinguishes 
Malaysia from its neighbours is its diversity, its 
rainbow character”.

To fully comprehend and 
appropriate the rainbow identity of 
the nation we must appreciate the 
threats posed by the imbalances in 
the foundation of the nation. We 
must deal with these imbalances 
and raise the relevant altars for 
sustaining the prophetic identity 
and purpose of Malaysia as a 
rainbow nation.

God’s original intention for Malaysia was to 
create a multi-ethnic society in which the 

virtues of beauty and balance intermingled 
in the way the colours of the rainbow 
blended to create unity in diversity.
